1. Participating Students

Definition:  Participating studentare those that are receiving literacy instructisimg the
Accelerated Literacy methodology.

Primary Schools

All primary schools currently participating in tiA¢. program are using the ‘whole school
approach’. This means that all students, exclugiegschool students, will be considered to be
participating in the AL program.

Secondary Schools

Currently all secondary schools are not using Wiele school approach’. Therefore, most
secondary school students participating the AL mogwill be identified by their class or
period description (ie Accelerated Literacy 1, Aecated Literacy B or Accelerated Literacy -
Jones). This method will not work for schools thave not implemented the SAMS timetable
module. These, schools will need to identify pgstting students individually using the data
entry section of ALIAS.

Wherever possible, participating students will éhentified using information from the
Enrolment and Attendance Collections, which is entlly extracted from the Centris module of
SAMS.

A school term is considered to be a quarter osti®ol year and is the smallest time period
used. Each student has at most one assessmernak pecderm for each assessment type.
Elapsed time is calculated as the number of tewhsden assessments.

For example, from Term 1 2005 to Term 3 2006 issatered to be 6 terms or 1.5 years.
However, from Term 1 to Term 4 is considered talherms.

Rate of Student Progress

The rate of student progress is determined by klng the ratio of the change in assessed
reading levels and the time period elapsed.
